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The First Record of the Genus Homalocephala (Diptera, Ulidiidae) in Ukraine [Ilepsas Haxoaka npen-
crasuteneii pona Homalocephala (Diptera, Ulidiidae) 8 Yxpanne]. — Until the very last time, the genus
Homalocephala Zetterstedt was believed to occur only in northern Europe and northern part of North
America (Steyskal, 1965; Zaitzev, 1984). Recent studies provided by N. V. Lukasheva (1987),
H. Andersson (1991), N. P. Krivosheina and M. G. Krivosheina (1995; 1997 a; b) have largely
contributed to the knowledge of the genus and its distribution. Further records are summarized in the
Fauna Europaea Ulidiidae chapter, clearly showing that several species of Homalocephala oceur in
Western and Central Europe as far southwards as northern Italy, Austria and Hungary (Kameneva, in
press). Ukrainian ulidiid fauna of is rather well studied (Kameneva, 2000), but Homalocephala has not
been ever recorded so far from this country; its presence was considered to be very probable, and one
or two species were expected to be found in Carpathians or northern Ukraine. 2 ¢ of Homalocephala
biumbrata Wahlberg were collected in Kyiv, on a poplar (Populus nigra) log, 9.05.2002 (Severin
Korneyev) and 11.05.2002 (Kameneva). Both the genus and the species are recorded from Ukraine for
the first time. — E. P. Kameneva (Schmalhausen Institute of Zoology, Kyiv).
